A) Subjects & Verbs in Sentences  (p 12)
1. English sentences are made up of a subject and a verb.
Verbs are the action words, and subjects are the one who is doing the action.

2. Spanish sentences are also made up of a subject and a verb.

3. English& Spanish have words that can replace subject.  They are “subject pronouns.”
      Example are:  I/yo  ,  you/tú & usted  , he/él  , she/ella, 
                           we/nosotro(a)s  , you guys/vosotro(a)s & ustedes  ,  they/ello(a)s
4. English always needs the subjet (or subject pronoun) to accompany the verb.

     Spanish does not.

B) “Nota cultural” box-  Addressing Teachers  (p 12)
1. Varies from country to country
2. Señor/ Señora/ Señor + first name
3. Señor/ Señora/ Señor + last name

4. don + first name (male)  (lower case ‘d’)  (Think of “don Juan”)  (It’s not “Don Juan)

5. doña + first name  (female)  (lower case ‘d’)
6. In some countries, students use “tú”, while in others, they use “usted/Ud.”

C) Subject Pronouns  (p 14)

	you/tú  usted  
	you guys/vosotro(a)s & ustedes

1. The singular you-  tú is informal, while usted/Ud. is formal
2. The plural you-  vosotro(a)s  is informal, while ustedes/Uds. is formal
D) “En inglés” box  (p 14)

1. English has only the word “you”  (or “y’all” down south, or “yous” in parts of NY)
2. Spanish has four different words for “you.”

a. singular/informal →  tú

b. singular/formal →  Ud./usted

c. plural/informal →  vosotros, vosotras

d. plural/formal  → Uds./ustedes
