In English Words used to name people, places and things are called nouns.

Often a noun is introduced by the definite article the.

The teacher is intelligent. (teacher is a noun)
Cristina listens to the radio. (radio is a noun)
The Mexican restaurant is great. (restaurant is a noun)

The is used with all nouns: nouns that refer to the masculine gender (like boy),
the feminine gender (like actress), and those that have no gender (like radio,
restaurant, and most other nouns in English).

None of the changes
show that the friends are female. In Spanish
all words change. All show agreement in the
plural, including the verb, (es to son), the
possessive (mi to mis) and the adjective:
(perezoso to perezosas). Both the noun
and the adjective show a change from
masculine to feminine as well: amigo
perezoso to amigas perezosas. Adjective
agreement in Spanish must then always
match the noun in gender and in number.
