D) COMPONENTS:  you MUST include the following components in your album.

1. Título
· Title (Mi niñez; Mi juventud, La niñez de___; Nombre, de niño(a), etc), picture, 
name, period, date

2. Pages:   Cover page +  23 more pages,  EACH containing 1 sentence in SPANISH:

                     a. SENTENCES:    

· Use the imperfect tense of -ar, -er, -ir verbs and irregular verbs (ser,ir, ver) & expressions FROM CLASS

· *Use the preterite tense for an activity done only once (i.e. a one-time family vacation);  Remember the irregular verbs (ir, ver, ser, dar, hacer) 
· Use the present tense to talk about activities you do now

· Include expressions of time; imperfect – siempre/normalmente/casi nunca/a veces, etc: 
                    b.  VERB VOCAB:  Do not repeat activities/verbs (i.e. jugaba al béisbol con mi 
                                 padre...jugaba al béisbol con mi equipo).  Exception: possibly photos #14 & 19. 
                 c.  VISUAL:  each page MUST contain at least 1 visual image.  More, if you like.
· “Photos” can be digital photos, scanned (actual) photo prints, or clip art
· “Photos” can be fictitious, famous people, cartoons, etc.
· Label pictures with your age (cuando yo tenía 5 años…), names, etc.
· Any real photos that you place in album can be retrieved on the last exam day.

                    d.  PAGES: Read below the required information for each page…
                                   (Each page needs to be Numbered & IN ORDER) (for quick correcting)
1. Photo of you-  a physical and personal description of how you “used to be” / “were”
      English example:  I used (was) to be tall, handsome, smart and shy; now I am short.
2. Photo of your family-  a physical and personal of how your family members “used to be.”
        English example:  My family used to be (was) fun, big, and nice; but now they are boring.
3. Photo of- one family member(s) and you- how you did (not)  “you used get along.”
English example:  I used to get along well with my brother, Brutus; but we don’t get along now.
4. Photo of- someone/something that “used to bug” you.

English example:  My friends, Confucius and Caesar, used to bug me.

5. Photo of -someone/ thing else that “ bothered” you, but  “Only once.”
English example:  My Uncle Sam bothered me only once, but he doesn’t bother me now.
6. Photo of -someone/something that you “used to like”.

English example:  I used to like dolls, racing, and Babe Ruth; and I still like them.
7. Photo of -your house on street-  Where you “used to live” (even if you still live there now) address 
English example:  I used to live on 548 Main St., and I still live there.
8. Photo of - a description of the outside of how your house “used to be”

English example:  It was (I had) (I lived) in a big, white house; but now it’s blue.

9. Photo- of a cross section of your house, and what rooms “there used to be”

English example:  In my house, there used to be  (I/we used to have) a kitchen, three bedrooms: and still is/has …etc.
10. Photo- of a cross section of your bedroom-  what furniture and posters “used to have”

English example:  In my bedroom, there used to be  (I used to have) a bed, nightstand, shelves, 3 posters, etc.: and still is/has …etc.
11. Photo- of a cross section of your family/living room-  list of what the furniture that used to be there, that you had.
English example:  In my living room, there used to be  (I/we used to have) a TV, 2 paintings, 2 couches, and an armchair, etc.; and still is/has …etc.
12. Photo-   Activities you and others (siblings, friends, family) “did” once, or a specific number of times in that living room.

English example:  My friends and I had slumber parties 7 times, but we don’t have them now.
13. Photo -  of the elementary school that you “used to attend”

English example:  I used to attend Hillcrest Elementary,  but we don’t attend anymore.
14. Photo of-  4 sports that  you and your friends “used to play” 

English example:  We used to play volley ball, baseball, and hockey, and we used to go bowling; but now we play soccer.
15. Photo of - ONE specific sport field/court/ally/etc., naming the type of field/court/ally/etc.   and 2 things that you “used to” wear/use/have

English example:  The baseball field in Central Park---  I used to have/use/wear a bat, ball, glove, and helmet; but I don’t have/wear/use them anymore.
16. Photo of -  Then what you “used to” do while playing  the sport. 
English example:  I/We always used to throw and catch balls, but now I can’t.

17.  Photo of-  a playground, park or other location “you often used to go” to

English example:  My friends and I used to go to Mickey’s Park, but now we go to The Cove.
18. Photo of - and something that you “used to’ do there.
English example:  We used to swing and play tag, but we don’t swing and play tag anymore. 
19. Photo of-  a different playground, park or other location and something  that you “did” there a specific number of times (once, twice, 43 times, etc.).

English example:  Four times, in 2011, we played hide-and-seek in Hyde Park; and we play it still.
20. Photo of-  Vacations or places you “used to go” to every year, 
English example:  We used to go to Disneyland/Rocky Neck every year, but now we go to Hawaii.

21. Photo of -  activities  you “used to do” there. 
English example:  We used to swim there all the time, and we still swim there now.

22. Photo of-  a media  that you ‘used to see”
English example:  We used to watch movies/TV/the computer every night, but do not watch...

23. A photo of-  activities or hobbies in which you were involved with last summer only.
English example:  Last summer, I sucked my thumb, but don’t suck my thumb anymore.  

3. Class Quiz:  

Finally, you will create a DIGITAL 7 fill-in quiz (also provide answer key for your teacher) for your classmates, to be projected onto the screen. While you present they will be listening to you and learning about your life. Students will take the quiz while you are presenting. This quiz will count as a participation grade.
D) HINTS/OTHER INFO
1.  REMEMBER …if you did an activity many times, use the imperfect tense.  However, if you did something a specific number of times, use the preterite tense. (ex. Un verano, my familia y yo fuimos a Virginia. ) The imperfect tense is the focus of your project!  If you do an activity now, use the present tense.
2. The imperfect of “hay” is “había” meaning “there used to be.”

3.  Your project is your FINAL EXAM.  Your work will be evaluated on the variety, accuracy, organization and presentation of the information about your life. You will receive a zero for the FINAL EXAM if you don’t turn it in.  Since you have more than a week to prepare, technological difficulties are not an excuse for tardiness.
